The purpose of this study is to ascertain the contribution and enthusiasm of fourth 

graders at SD Swasta Amalyatul Huda for the TVRI's Learning from Home 

program. English as a foreign language is referred to as EFL, or English as a Foreign 

Language. The process of acquiring knowledge and honing abilities through 

instruction, practice, and experience piques students' strong interests and 

propensities. The term "educational television" refers to television that broadcasts 

educational content with the following goals: school pupils who are meant as 

learning resources that have been designed to help students learn both knowledge 

and morals. The descriptive qualitative method was employed in this investigation. 

Ten students at SD Swasta Amalyatul Huda fourth graders were used as the research 

subjects. Using surveys and interviews to acquire data. The process of data 

reduction, data display, and verification or drawing of conclusions comprises the 

data analysis technique. According to the study's findings, Students use the 

Learning from Home education program in three different ways: as a source of 

learning; as a source of information; and as a source of entertainment. It is known, 

of the 10 informants, 7 informants use it as a learning resource and have a high 

interest learning, 2 informants use it as a source of information and have a moderate 

interest learning, and 1 informant uses it for enjoyment and have a low interest 

learning. This indicate that the program did significantly increase students’ learning 

interest.

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CHAPTER I 

INTRODUCTION 

A. The Background of the Study 

Learning was a necessity to gain knowledge to survive in life. 

Learning can benefit someone in a variety of ways, including through 

assisting in the acquisition of desired knowledge, the search for a solution, 

or the resolution of an existing issue. In Gagne's (1997) Declaration, 

learning is compared to an ability change that takes place through time. 

Language learning is still influenced by psychological and social 

factors, which largely depend on how motivated and optimistic language 

learners are about learning the target language (Padwick, 2010). In other 

words, learners' beliefs about the language they are learning as well as their 

mental abilities can influence their ability to master a target language 

(Abidin et al., 2012). Interdisciplinary research contends that self-concept, 

self-efficacy, personality, motivation, and degrees of expectation are all 

directly related to learner attitudes toward learning (Bernat, 2004). 

Learners have varied preferences when learning English. Due to 

their sharp minds and lack of fatigue, some people prefer to study in the 

morning, while others prefer to study throughout the day due to their sense 

of sleepiness. Therefore, students must put up a lot of effort when learning 

a foreign language, which prepares them for success in EFL studies. 

According to Ahmad's (2016) research, EFL learning, which calls for a lot 
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of practice before it can be implemented, frequently encounters difficulties 

when the method is used.  

Since the beginning of 2020, an unexpected disease called Covid-19 

has taken the world by storm, Indonesia included. This pandemic had an 

impact on every aspect, starting from the economy, including education, 

tourism, and culture. (Almanar, 2020). The disease with a high-risk impact 

(Guidon & Amato, 2020) had persuaded many educational institutions to be 

locked down.  

Government through Regulation Number 40 years 1991 concerning 

countermeasures Policy Infectious Disease Outbreaks and Ministerial 

Decrees Health Number HK. 01. 01/MENKES/413/2020 on Prevention and 

Control Guidelines covid-19. To tackle the pandemic covid-19 Indonesia 

applies public health measures including large-scale social restrictions 

(PSBB) where one of which is school closures (Lutfiyah, 2020).  

Media learning is part of the components of learning (instructional 

sequences, methods, media, and time) used together for the effectiveness of 

learning (Elpira & Ghufron, 2015). Media-used learning, of course, cannot 

be separated from technology utilization. Technology was used in the 

learning process by, for instance, broadcasting highly relevant instructional 

programs on television for students to watch while learning from home.  

In KBBI (Kamus Besar Bahasa Indonesia), television was defined 

as an image broadcasting system accompanied by sound through wires or 

space by using a tool that converts light (picture) and sounds into waves of 
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electricity and converts it back into a file of visible light and visible sound 

heard. Television has become a mass media favorite among people. High-

interest society towards television then it feels right to use television to be 

used as an alternative learning resource for students at home. One form of 

effort is through the program education "Learning From Home" which aired 

on TVRI.  

Learning From Home was implemented with a distance learning 

system. According to Chun, Kern, and Smith's (2016) study, remote 

learning is an educational system in which students and teachers are 

separated and the learning process makes use of a variety of materials via 

ICT (ICT). Online learning is a system of instruction where teachers and 

students do not directly interact (Allen & Seaman, 2007). An internet 

connection was necessary for online education. Together, at the same time 

and in different locations, the teacher and students learn. 

According to Susanto (2013), a person's drive or a factor that 

effectively piques their interest or attention leads them to choose an 

enjoyable and lucrative occupation, which will eventually satisfy them. 

According to Thaib (2013), learning is a business process that students 

engage in to achieve a change in behavior that is consciously realized, is 

relatively permanent, and has positive effects on how students interact with 

their surroundings. Therefore, a person's interest in learning can be seen as 

a drive to change their behavior for the better by learning new things and 

interacting with their surroundings.  
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Research by Onibala (2015) showed that the channel Educational 

Television provides tremendous benefits positive for this society because 

the station this television always provides programs that emphasize the 

element of education. From here know that educational television programs 

are very suitable for viewing, especially for school students because of the 

content that contains education. But this benefit can only be obtained when 

interest in the program is high education.  

Learning From Home on TVRI Channel is a special education 

program broadcast during learning that must be carried out from home 

because schools are closed due to the outbreak of Covid-19 in the last few 

months. Learning From Home contains material content learning was 

accompanied by practice questions. Educational programs exist for all 

levels of education, from early childhood to high school and the equivalent. 

Each level is one session and each session has the same duration, which is 

30 minutes. At where elementary school level, it was divided into two, 

namely, 08.30 is the session for low grades (grades 1, 2, and 3) and 09.00 is 

the session for high marks (grades 4,5, and 6). 

The Indonesian Ministry of Education and Culture and either TVRI 

or the Ministry of Education and Culture of Indonesia collaborated to create 

this educational program. Additionally, many schools in the regions could 

not have access to the internet, receive little financing because of quota 

limits, or struggle to understand digital platforms. Therefore, during a very 

challenging moment, the Ministry of Education and Culture ensures that 
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there are different options for learning from home. One of them is also 

utilizing TV media ("Mendikbud, Nadiem Makarim, uploaded by 

KEMENDIKBUD RI to you"). 

In this situation, students learn through an educational program 

entitled Learning From Home which aired on TVRI. Students in early 

childhood, elementary, junior high, and high school can watch this 

program's broadcasts. However, for the purposes of this study, we will just 

pay attention to the elementary school level to determine the role. 

 

B. The Identification of the Problem 

The identification of the study are as follows: 

1. Student interest in learning at home. 

2. The difference between the learning process at school from the learning 

process at home. 

3. The role of the Learning From Home educational program in fostering 

student interest in learning.  

C. Scope and Limitation 

The limitations of this research were focused on the role of the 

Learning From Home educational program broadcast by TVRI in student 

learning, SD Swasta Amalyatul Huda. The reason why the researchers 

closed it was that there were still many who had not watched the learning 

from home educational program broadcast by TVRI.  
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D. The Formulation of the Study 

The formulation of the problem are as follows:  

1. How are the role of learning from home educational program 

broadcasted by TVRI for elementary school? 

2. How are the educational program learning from home by TVRI in 

growing elementary school students' interest in EFL learning? 

  

E. The Objective of the Study 

The objectives of the study are as follows:  

1. To find out the role of the learning from home educational broadcast by 

TVRI. 

2. To find out the Elementary School student’s interest in EFL learning. 

 

F. The Significant of the Study 

The result of this research hope could be giving benefits both theoretically 

and practically. 

1. Theoretically 

Theoretically, the outcomes of this study should be helpful for a variety 

of purposes, including honing skills through experiences, lessons, and 

training. This research was anticipated to give suggestions for 

expanding the value of home education programs and encourage 

students' enthusiasm for learning English as a foreign language. 

Theoretical advantages include the ability to build ideas and notions 
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regarding EFL learning through exposure to TVRI's broadcasts of home 

education programs. 

2. Practically 

a. This research was expected to be useful as input for teachers in 

improving the way they teach students while learning from home in 

EFL learning 

b. This research was expected to be useful as input for students in 

increasing the role of learning from home education programs and 

increasing their interest in EFL learning 

c. The English Department of Muhammadiyah University of North 

Sumatra wants to conduct similar research on the role of learning 

from home education programs and increase interest in EFL 

learning, this research was expected to be one of the references for 

conducting analysis. 
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CHAPTER II 

REVIEW OF LITERATURE 

A. Theoretical Framework 

This chapter explores the literature review containing several theories 

which will be used to guide the process of this research. The discussion 

covers Educational Television. Distance Learning/Learning from home. 

Student’s learning interest and EFL For Elementary school students. 

Moreover, the conceptual framework and analytical construction of the 

research will also be provided. In other words, the following considers 

important to be discussed for clarifying the concept used or being discussed, 

so that the reader will get the point clearer.  

 

1. Educational Television 

The word tele (far) and vision (sight), when combined, means a 

long-distance communication system uses visual or visual media 

(Onibala, 2015). Television is a kind of communication that serves 

as a receiver for moving images with sound and a distinctive one-

way in (Hery Nuryanto, 2012). When watching television, one can 

simultaneously see and hear a live image and a radio (Yudhi Munadi, 

2013). 

Television can show real events that are described with an 

announcer's comment. The image on television is a symbol of 
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communication that the public can see and hear. In terms of its 

function and role in society, television has the potential to serve as a 

medium for instilling morals and values in the next generation and 

others by teaching people on topics of creativity and health.  

Technological advancements and communication have led to 

efforts for the education system as a result of the times. It is hoped 

that the renewal of education with television can support the 

advancement of education in Indonesia. The community's 

educational services can be enhanced and expanded to take 

advantage of the latest breakthroughs in communication and 

technology, according to the government and society. The benefits 

of using television as a teaching tool include the following (Yudhi 

Munadi, 2013): 1) It is immediate and palpable; 2) It can broaden 

class perspectives across different regions and countries; 3) It 

displays historical events; 4) It displays a variety of items; 5) It uses 

local resources; 6) It piques children's interest; 7) It trains teachers 

in preservation and conservation; and 8) It encourages community 

involvement in the school. 

TVE refers to television programs that provide information in 

the realm of education (Television Education). An Indonesian 

television network called TV-E offers specialized information in the 

area of education (Yudhi Munadi, 2013). TV-E needs to be built in 

a way that makes it possible to broadcast engaging, thrilling, and 
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enjoyable programming. Outside of the classroom, TV-E-organized 

education takes place. It has been broadcast how to use broadcast 

TV-E. TV-E has long been a Pustekkom program under the Ministry 

of National Education. ACI (Aku Cinta Indonesia), a series of 

character education programs, follows the out-of-school education 

program Bina Bakat that was created in partnership with TVRI (Ika, 

2013). 

The government is attempting to maintain the educational 

system during the COVID-19 pandemic, and one strategy is to use 

TV-E as a teaching tool. During the COVID-19 pandemic, the 

learning-from-home program was introduced by Minister of 

Education and Culture Nadiem Makarim and is currently being 

broadcast on TVRI stations. 

Learning media is a tool that can be used within or outside of 

the classroom to support and aid students' learning experiences. 

Media also increased learning results. (Lonka, 2015). One advantage 

of incorporating media into the learning process is that it would make 

studying more engaging, which would inspire pupils to learn. (2) 

Lesson plans would be simple to comprehend, provide students with 

power over their learning, and help them grasp the lesson's goal. (3) 

The vocal communication from the teacher's explanation would 

increase the variety of the learning approach.  
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Learners are constantly seeking flexibility in the time, location, 

environment, choice of content, and method of instruction delivery 

(Majumdar, 2009). Due to the lack of appropriate tools in earlier 

eras, it was quite difficult to meet such standards. Open and flexible 

learning methodologies can now be implemented with the use of 

ICT. With the advent of internet resources, it is now possible to 

innovatively supplement and aid face-to-face training by developing 

content websites and online education. Media for learning, 

especially ICT-based media, should take into account seven factors 

(Degeng, 1993; Sungkono, 2008). The learning materials should be 

suitable for the lesson's purpose, which comes first. The second is 

efficacy, which states that the educational tools must be efficient 

when used to fulfill the learning objective. The third one is a student, 

and it concerns whether media portrayals of kids are suitable. 

Whether or not the media is entertaining, appropriate, or how it 

should be used for students depends on the students' knowledge 

level. The fourth factor is accessibility, or how the media can be 

obtained. The appropriateness and relevance of the cost to the 

effectiveness of learning media are the fifth and last factors to be 

considered. The technical quality comes last and refers to how well 

the media may be used. 
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2. Distance Learning/Learning From Home 

Distance learning is education that is delivered via technology, 

including print, radio, television, computers, and the internet, to 

facilitate interaction between students and teachers during the 

learning process. Some teachers are beginning to embrace 

contemporary technological advancements as a learning medium as 

well, moving some face-to-face learning activities to now take place 

online (on a network). Distance learning can be provided 

individually, as part of a group that includes participation, or as a 

supplement to or enrichment of traditional classes (Amri & Carlina, 

2019). 

The results of earlier studies on the challenges faced by distance 

learners during the COVID-19 school closure provide some advice 

and recommendations for educational stakeholders on how to 

overcome these challenges (Abuhammad, 2020; Baticulon et al., 

2020; Joshi et al., 2020; Klapproth et al., 2020; Primdahl et al. 2020). 

Klapproth et al., (2020) suggest that instructors receive training to 

advance their digital literacy. Additionally, the primary factor that 

needs to be enhanced for teachers who conduct remote learning is 

the accessibility of technical gadgets (Klapproth et al., 2020). In 

order to enhance instructors' instruction during COVID-19, the 

established online platform and appropriate internet connection have 
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also been developed and recommended. Consequently, it has to do 

with enhancing auxiliary infrastructures (Primdahl et al., 2020).  

More than 60 million Indonesian kids are temporarily learning 

from home as a result of COVID-19, according to UNICEF (2020b). 

It has extremely unanticipated effects on the learning process, with 

teachers and students facing the most challenging obstacles due to 

their limited access to the Internet and helpful resources (UNICEF 

2020b). Parents should prioritize other issues related to providing for 

their family financially so that they have less time to assist their 

children in school. The Indonesian government has responded to the 

problem by airing an educational television program called "Belajar 

dari Rumah" (Learning from Home), which attempts to assist 

students in learning from home, on its state-owned television station, 

Televisi Republik Indonesia (TVRI). Every day, save Saturday and 

Sunday, the show is televised. It is produced by the Indonesian 

MoEC. The program is run for elementary and high school students 

and covers a range of subjects, including one on parenting, to gauge 

how effective the programs are. 

Learning From Home educational programs have several roles 

or benefits for helping the learning process for students. A number 

of the role of the Learning From Home educational program that will 

be included in this study include: (1) as a learning resource, (2) as a 

learning resource of information, and (3) as a source of 
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entertainment. Learning From Home educational program act as a 

learning resource when at least students often watch accompanied 

by taking notes and working on the questions given at the end of the 

session. Furthermore, the learning education program From Home is 

said to be a source of information for students if students at least 

sometimes or often watch and are accompanied by taking notes 

given material. While the last Learning From Home educational 

program said as a source of entertainment if students at least 

sometimes watch it and not accompanied the activity of taking notes 

or working on problems with other words just as a time-filling 

activity spare. 

 

3. Student’s Learning Interest 

In addition to the right learning method, students' learning 

interest in a lesson will also influence student learning outcomes. 

From this understanding, it is clear that interest is defined as a 

concentration of attention or reaction to an object, such as a specific 

object or a particular situation, that is preceded by feelings of 

pleasure towards the object. According to Tidjan, "interest is a 

psychological phenomenon that shows the concentration of attention 

on an object because there is a feeling of pleasure." Thus, the 

effectiveness of a lesson is greatly influenced by the interest of the 

students (Suparsa et al., 2017; Astawa et al., 2017). 
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One of the internal psychological elements that has a significant 

impact on the process of learning activities, the growth of student 

learning, and student achievement is learning interest. Interest in 

learning is a psychological concept since it is one of the variables 

that motivates pupils to learn rather than something that happens on 

its own. "Interest does not abruptly or spontaneously occur, but 

rather results through participation, experience, and habits during 

study or work," claims Bernard. These factors can be broadly 

classified into two categories: internal factors and external ones. 

Interest in learning can be interpreted as joy, passion, or pleasure 

in something. According to Sardiman (2009), interest is a state that 

develops when a person notices aspects of a situation that are 

connected to their wants or needs. As a result, whatever a person sees 

will undoubtedly catch his attention to the extent that it is related to 

his interests. This demonstrates that interest is the propensity of one's 

spirit toward a thing, frequently accompanied by pleasant 

sentiments, since it senses there is an interest in something (A. 

Susanto, 2013).   

When defining interests, Hilgard said that the word "interest" is 

the persistent tendency to pay attention to and enjoy some activity or 

topic. According to Slameto (2010), interest learning is the 

propensity to continue paying attention and experiencing joy when 

engaging in particular activities. Activities that someone finds 
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interesting are frequently observed and enjoyed. Without anyone 

touching it, interest learning is the experience of preference and 

attachment to an object or activity. Accepting a relationship between 

oneself and another self is what is meant by interest. The desire to 

learn increases with the strength or proximity of the relationship. 

Students who are interested in a certain subject are more likely to 

focus on it.  

The declaration made by J.E. Ormrod (2008) "A type of intrinsic 

motivation is interest. Significantly favorable outcomes, including 

enjoyment, excitement, and like, result when students teach a subject 

that interests them. In order to achieve a change in the form of 

knowledge and skill mastery, interest in learning can be interpreted 

as a feeling of preference and a desire to pay attention and be 

completely involved in or participate. There is a lot of interest in how 

it affects learning because if the course material does not appeal to 

students' interests, they will not learn as effectively as they could. 

Students who are interested in a subject pay greater attention to it 

and become more engaged in it cognitively. Students who are 

engaged in their studies perform better academically and are more 

likely to retain the material over time. 

Hurlock claimed that interest has three different components, 

namely: cognitive, affective, and psychomotor. Alisuf Sabri also 

shared his thoughts on other interesting topics, including the 
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following: first, cognitive in the form of object information gave rise 

to an interest in the subject under study. Second, emotion takes the 

form of pleasurable sensations, and third, konasi takes the form of a 

desire or capacity to focus on learning and engage in learning 

activities.  

 

4. EFL For Elementary School  

According to Nilamadhab Panda (2020), classroom 

management has become a herculean task for teachers, especially 

large classes in a vernacular presupposed classroom, as English as a 

Foreign Language (EFL) has progressed in the last few decades in 

various Asian countries to develop the standard of language 

proficiency in primary school. The language's interest and 

perspective alienate. 

Linse and Nunan (2005) stated that we must tailor teaching 

experience to meet students' needs in teaching English to Young 

Learners. Teachers need to be familiar with our students first to 

understand their students' development. Teachers need to know what 

they find interesting and motivating. By knowing what interests our 

students, teachers will be able to create engaging and motivating 

English lessons. Student engagement, according to Balwant (2018), 

is described as intensely stimulating and enjoyable emotional, 

behavioral, and cognitive involvement in academic activities. When 
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a pupil is engaged, attention, perseverance, and dedication are all 

present (Schlechty, 2011). Because the activity has personal 

significance and worth for the student, who perceives it as reacting 

to reasons and values brought to the work, the student is focused on 

it. The student also perseveres in completing the assignment even in 

the face of hardship, does not decrease his or her personal standards 

for task completion, and has the flexibility to agree to a lower 

standard when desired. Thus, there lies the student's devotion to the 

task and moral worth in its completion. Mackenzie (2014) reported 

that by promoting students' engagement, teachers helped students 

reflect on their classroom roles, and ultimately improve their 

performance and acquisition of skills. Similarly, Mulia (2020) found 

out that EFL students could get better learning outcomes by being 

engaged positively in online language learning platforms. The 

students showed high results in four aspects of engagement 

including behavioral, emotional, participation, and cognitive 

engagement. According to Leah Taylor and Jim Parsons (2011), the 

following five factors can help create classrooms where students are 

engaged: Learning that is authentic and applicable; technology-rich 

learning spaces; constructive, demanding, and open learning 

environments; respectful interactions between students and teachers; 

and a culture of learning where teachers are learning alongside 

students are just a few of the criteria.  
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According to research by Sukarno (2008), young learners at 

elementary and secondary schools range in age from 5 to 12 years 

old. Additionally, young learners are those that learn through stories, 

songs, and experiences, according to Octaviana (2017). According 

to the researcher, stories, songs, and experiences are used to teach 

pupils in elementary and secondary schools. In primary school, 

learning must be done openly and honestly. This brings up the pupils' 

abilities and characteristics. Students in primary schools are 

categorized as young learners. Wahyuni & Tantri (2020) state that 

the young learner possesses a number of characteristics. Young 

students, particularly those between the ages of five and twelve, 

exhibit a limited attention span. Additionally, if the lesson is not 

sufficiently engaging, you will grow bored quickly. The majority of 

them also gain knowledge from teachers indirectly rather than 

directly. Young people will learn and assimilate new information 

more quickly in this golden age, just like English, one of the new 

primary school languages.   

English is the most crucial language that everyone should learn 

because it is an international language. One language that can be 

used to converse with foreigners is English. Especially in light of 

Bali's potential to become a popular tourist destination for foreign 

visitors in Indonesia, Because of this, learning English is necessary 

for all groups. Starting in elementary school, whether in or out of the 
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classroom, English should be studied and practiced specifically for 

pupils. English should be studied early by students. Regardless of 

their age, students should begin learning English as a second 

language as soon as they can. However, it might be difficult to teach 

English to young students, especially when doing it online. Teachers 

must use caution while selecting suitable learning resources for 

young students. Teachers are obliged to use and adapt appropriate 

learning materials to meet the needs of young learners in online 

learning by taking into account a young learner's characteristics. 

 

B. Previous Research 

Audience Response and TVRI's Function as Public TV (Case Study 

of "Learn From Home" Program) by Heidy Arviani, Marsha Vella Santara, 

and Sandra Berliana Dewi (2020) this journal discusses how the response 

of the audience, especially students who are the target audience of television 

programs. From the results of this study, it was said that the majority of 

respondents (61%) considered this program to be quite effective in helping 

them in the teaching and learning process. A total of 28.8% of respondents 

said it was effective. This tool enables teachers and parents to monitor their 

children's learning at home. The interactive nature of broadcast content, 

educational resources for each grade level, and audio-visual quality must all 

be improved. The study I'll conduct, which will be shown on TVRI, 

examines the importance of distance learning and students' interest in EFL 
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instruction. This article is pertinent to the study I'll be doing because it 

covers the TVRI education program. 

The Role of “Belajar Dari Rumah” Education Program Broadcasted 

by TVRI to Foster Students’ Learning Interest at Grade VI SDN 02 Ngetuk 

by Meila Noor Santi, Fina Fakhriyah, and Lintang Kironoratri (2021) This 

study aims to determine the role of the "Belajar Dari Rumah" educational 

program broadcast by TVRI and students' motivation towards a program to 

foster interest in learning for sixth graders at SDN 02 Ngetuk. High interest 

and propensity for the process of acquiring knowledge and developing skills 

through instruction, practice, and experience are referred to as "interest in 

learning." Educational television is a type of television program that focuses 

on broadcasting educational content to students in order to give them 

learning resources to help them acquire knowledge and values. Ten kids 

from SDN 02 Ngetuk in grade VI served as the study's subjects. The 

findings demonstrate that the instructional program "Belajar Dari Rumah" 

serves three functions in the learning process: learning resources; learning 

resources for information; and amusement resources. Of 10 respondents, 

30% of students use this program as a learning resource and demonstrate a 

high level of interest in learning; 20% do so as a source of information and 

demonstrate a moderate level of interest in learning; and 50% do so as a 

form of entertainment and demonstrate a low level of interest in learning. 

Ten SD Swasta Amalyatul Huda fourth-graders served as the subjects of my 

study. This publication and the research I will conduct are linked because 
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they both address the role of the educational program. TVRI's broadcast of 

"Learning from Home" (Belajar Dari Rumah) aims to increase students' 

interest in learning. 

 The Students Learning from Home Experience during Covid-19 

School Closures Policy in Indonesia by Purniadi Putra, Fahrina Puspitasari 

Liriwati, Tasdin Tahrim, Syafruddin, and Aslan (2020) this journal 

discusses student learning experiences at home during school closure period 

in response to the Covid-19 pandemic in Indonesia. Numerous data searches 

have been conducted to comprehend this phenomenon's problem, starting 

with daily newspapers, scholarly journals, and literature relevant to 

schooling. The results of the search are then examined using a 

phenomenological application approach. The findings of this study 

demonstrate that the student's learning experience for six months of at-home 

study in response to the national policy of halting the spread of the 

coronavirus can be reported on the basis of ten websites visited that have 

stated their best coverage of student learning difficulties and challenges 

from a different angle. The majority of websites discuss how pupils struggle 

to learn at home due to a lack of resources, including internet access and 

parental support for their children's learning. In the meantime, the study I'll 

conduct—which will be aired on TVRI—discusses how Learning from 

Home can encourage students' enthusiasm for learning English as a foreign 

language. The researcher will use qualitative approaches to gather data for 
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this study, including interviews, observations, questionnaires, and 

documentation procedures. 

 

C. Conceptual Framework   

This study focuses on analyzing how the role of the Learning From 

Home Education Program Broadcasted by TVRI in Fostering Student 

Interest in Learning EFL for elementary schools, and the context of this 

research is in the Education Program Broadcasted by TVRI.  

Learning From Home on TVRI Channel is a special education 

program broadcast during learning that must be carried out from home 

because schools are closed due to the outbreak of Covid-19 in the last few 

months. In the learning process Learning From Home uses television as a 

media in carrying out learning activities to attract elementary school 

students' interest in learning EFL. This study uses qualitative research using 

interviews as a method to obtain data. 
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CHAPTER III 

THE RESEARCH METHODOLOGY 

A. Location and Time of Research 

1. Location of Research 

This research was conducted in elementary schools, specifically SD 

Swasta Amalyatul Huda grades IV (Fourth). They have watched 

learning programs, especially English learning, launched by the 

Indonesian Republic Ministry of Education and Culture through 

National Television Broadcast TVRI during the COVID-19 pandemic. 

2. Time of Research 

The time spend on this by researchers’ research was carried out 

starting from the date of issuance of the research permit within two 

months. One month of data collection and one month of data processing, 

which included a presentation in the form of a thesis and an ongoing 

guidance process. 

 

B. Research Design  

This study used a qualitative method with a descriptive approach. 

Sugiyono (2017: 15) mentions that, in contrast to experiments, the 

qualitative research method is based on the postpositivist philosophy and is 

used to examine the condition of natural objects. The researcher is the main 

tool; sampling data sources is done purposefully and snowball; collection 
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techniques were combined with triangulation; data analysis is inductive and 

qualitative, and qualitative research results place an emphasis on meaning 

rather than generalization. Qualitative approaches place a greater emphasis 

on seeing phenomena and analyzing the core of their meanings. The quality 

of the words and sentences employed substantially influences the analysis 

and incisiveness of qualitative research (Wijoyo, 2020). 

The descriptive approach in general contains descriptions and 

explanations at length about the object under study. Researchers were 

placed as 'representers' in the sense of 'presenters' of facts and data from the 

object under study. The object studied using the descriptive method is trying 

to be displayed as it is, then it is elaborated on at length in detail (Muliawan, 

2014: 84).  

 

C. Source of Data 

The data sources of this research were students of SD Swasta 

Amalyatul Huda, with a sample consisting of 10 fourth-grade students of 

SD Swasta Amalyatul Huda who watched the Learning From Home 

education program broadcast by TVRI. Because Amalyatul Huda Private 

School students in grades IV (Fourth) to VI (Sixth) had seen educational 

initiatives, particularly English language learning, in the midst of the 

COVID-19 pandemic, the ministry of education and culture, via the 

National TVRI Television Broadcast, was the reason why researchers chose 

Amalyatul Huda Private Elementary School. 
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D. Technique of Collecting Data 

Technique data collection was used in the research is interviews, 

observations, questionnaires, and documentation. 

1. Interview 

An interview is a dialogue process undertaken by the interviewer 

and the interviewee with defined aims and guidelines, and can be face-

to-face or through certain communication methods (Fandi Rosi, 2016). 

(Fandi Rosi, 2016). It is argued that interviewing serves two purposes in 

qualitative research. The first purpose was as the primary method for 

gathering data, such as interview transcripts, and the second was as a 

supplementary method for other approaches, such as photography, 

document analysis, and participatory observation.   

Interviews were conducted structure with interview guidelines in the 

form of 14 questions which were arranged based on 4 indicators of 

student interest in EFL learning. 

 

2. Observation 

When gathering data through observation, researchers or their 

associates take notes about what they see while conducting the study. 

Intended as a method of gathering data by observing occurrences or 

activities in the field firsthand. The purpose of the observations was to 

aid researchers in obtaining more precise data. 
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3. Questionnaire 

Questionnaires were used to find out more regarding students' 

interest in EFL learning in the form of 20 statements with 5 statements 

on each indicator. 

 

4. Documentation 

Obtaining data and information in the form of books, archives, 

records, written numbers, and images in the form of reports and 

information that might help study is known as documentation, according 

to Sugiyono (2015: 329). Documentation was included as credible proof 

that the study was conducted. Data were obtained from documentation 

such as reference books, picture documentation from students' 

transcripts of results from interviews, and questionnaire sheets that have 

been responded to by fourth-grade students of  SD Swasta Amalyatul 

Huda.  

The tools used in the documentation were cameras or Handphones 

that can take pictures or record the results of interviews with informants 

related to research. The results of the documentation can strengthen the 

data that has been obtained previously through observation and 

interviews.

E. Technique of Analysis of the Data

2. Data Display 

The next stage was to display the data after it has been reduced. By 

condensing the data into narrative writing, the researcher communicates 

the data. By displaying the data, it will be simpler to comprehend what 

is happening and organize the upcoming work based on the data that has 

been gathered. 

 

3. With the draw of conclusion/Verification 

Concluding and verifying were the last steps in data analysis. The 

researcher concludes and then illustrates it with examples from all the 

amassed data. The solution to the problem's formulation, which was 

initially formulated, is provided in the conclusion. 
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CHAPTER IV 

FINDING AND DISCUSSION 

A. Finding  

1. The Importance Role of Learning From Home Education Program 

Broadcasted by TVRI for Student 

The program role category was divided into three types of 

utilization, namely as a source of learning, a source of information, and 

a source of entertainment. The following is an example of the result of 

the research based on the research questions:

The combined data from each data collection technique showed that 

there were seven out of ten informants took advantage of learning from 

home programs as a learning resource. Making it a source
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of learning means that students position it as an alternative to teachers 

and books at school as a source of knowledge, but also actively test 

understanding of what has been taught through evaluation questions at 

the end of the event. The 70% of students who used the program as a 

source of learning are students who have a frequency of watching at 

least often to always but also with direct involvement during watching, 

namely actively taking notes and answering questions. 

The next finding of the research stated that they often watched 

learning from home showed and answered the questions asked. As has 

been quoted from the finding of research with several fourth-grade 

students of SD Swasta Amalyatul Huda, students stated that they 

answered questions only orally and not in writing. In addition, students 

only answer questions from subjects ordered by the teacher concerned. 

The next group of students has been a group of students who use the 

learning from home program as a source of information. Making 

learning from home programs informational means that students 

position the program as a storehouse of knowledge and a place to gain 

new insights, but it was not accompanied by activities to test 

understanding. This can be seen from the participation of students in 

watching, which has a frequency of sometimes too often but actively 

taking notes on the material presented. Students with the 

aforementioned characteristics were found in as many as two of the ten 

total students or as much as 20%. However, the students mentioned that

they were happy to get new knowledge that was packaged in interesting 

illustrations.  

The last group has been a group of students who use the learning 

from home program as a source of entertainment. Making learning from 

home programs a source of entertainment means that students position 

the event as an activity to fill their spare time and do not actively 

participate during the broadcast. Students who were included in this 

group are students who have a frequency of watching below and take 

part in taking notes or answering questions at all. Students with this 

condition were found to be one out of a total of ten students, or in 

percentage as much as 10%. This means that students in this group only 

fulfill a small part of the indicators of interest in learning and their 

achievement is very low, especially on indicators of acceptance and 

involvement. Even so, students said they were happy with the learning 

from home program, meaning that at least one indicator was achieved, 

namely feeling happy. 

2. Learning Interest in EFL Learning through a Learning From Home 

Education Program Broadcasted by TVRI 

The category of interest in learning has been also broken down into 

three levels, namely high, medium, and low interest in learning. The 

following is a result of the research based on the research questions:

Students have been categorized as having a high learning interest in 

EFL learning through the learning from home program broadcast by 

TVRI if they meet all indicators of interest in learning. In addition, 

watching broadcasts with a frequency that is often up to was always 

accompanied by utilizing learning programs from home as a learning 

resource in EFL learning. Students who meet the criteria above were 

found with a percentage of 70%. The student fulfills the four indicators 

of interest in learning, namely feelings of pleasure, interest, acceptance, 

and involvement. The students are said to have a high interest because 

it is proven by the amount of effort taken to pursue these subjects.  

The next finding has been that students with sufficient interest in 

learning categories in EFL learning through home education programs 

broadcast by TVRI. Students in this category were students who meet 

three to four indicators of interest in learning; have a frequency of 
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watching EFL learning through home broadcasts, which is often, at least 

three to four times a week; and utilize learning from home programs as 

a source of information in EFL learning. Students with the following 

characteristics were found to be as many as 20%. Based on this 

description, it can be concluded that students’ interest in EFL learning 

through the home education program broadcast by TVRI has not been 

maximized. This can be seen in the participation of students who have 

not made the most of the learning from home program. Even so, students 

still get positive things from watching educational programs.  

The last finding has been that students with low learning interest can 

learn English through home education programs broadcast by TVRI. 

Students belonging to this category were students who meet one to two 

indicators of interest in learning. Namely, feelings of pleasure and 

interest, have a frequency of watching learn from home broadcasts, 

which is sometimes or at least once or twice a week, and position the 

program as a source of entertainment. Students with the following 

characteristics were found to have the least number, namely 10%.  Based 

on this description, it can be concluded that student participation in 

using the learning from home program is still low. This can be seen from 

the small viewing frequency and without being actively involved during 

the broadcast.  
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B. Discussion  

This study was done to determine the value of watching TVRI's 

educational programming at home while in primary school. According to 

studies, there are three different ways that technology is used: as a tool for 

learning, as a source of knowledge, and as a tool for enjoyment. 

Additionally, according to the findings of participant interviews and 

surveys, completing learning activities through television will make it 

simpler for them to find what they desire. They discovered that it was 

simpler for them to learn new things rapidly. The following benefits of 

using television as a teaching tool are cited by Yudhi Munadi (2013): 1) It 

presents historical events; 2) It broadens class viewpoints across various 

locations and countries; 3) It is straightforward and concrete; 4) It features 

a variety of items; 5) It makes use of neighborhood resources; children's 

attention is aroused; teachers are trained in preservation and conservation, 

and citizens are invited to join in the school. TV-E stands for television 

programs that feature educational content (Television Education). 

Specialized news in the field of education is provided by TV-E, an 

Indonesian television network (Yudhi Munadi, 2013). 

According to research findings with many SD Swasta Amalyatul 

Huda fourth-graders, kids said they only ever provided oral rather than 

written responses to queries. Students also only respond to questions from 

subjects that the teacher has assigned. This is consistent with Susanto's 
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(2013) assertion that student interests are mostly responsible for their 

propensity to select or follow a subject more intensely than other subjects. 

A similar set of findings were made by Pratama and associates (2020), who 

discovered that edutainment media significantly aid pupils' learning at 

home. Even though learning occurs online, more learning objectives are 

met than when reading books or studying in general. 

The students who used the program as a learning tool were those 

who watched it frequently—from occasionally to always—as well as 

actively participate while they watch it by taking notes and responding to 

questions. According to Meila Noor Santi, Fina Fakhriyah, and Lintang 

Kironoratri (2021), who discuss the purpose and advantages of the learning 

from home education program broadcast by TVRI, students can at least use 

Learning From Home as a learning resource if they frequently watch, take 

notes, and work on the end-of-session questions. 

If students watched the provided content at least occasionally or 

frequently and take notes while doing so, it is considered that learning from 

home is a good source of information for them. This has been evident from 

the student's participation in watching, which occurs frequently—

sometimes too frequently—but actively takes notes on the information 

offered. As many as two pupils out of every 10 total students, or as much 

as 20%, had the aforementioned characteristics. However, the pupils 

expressed their happiness at learning new information presented in 

engaging drawings. This is consistent with Hadi's statement from 2017, 
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which highlights the benefits of video media in presenting situations that 

are difficult for students to encounter outside of the classroom, such as 

watching the occurrence of floods, earthquakes, tsunamis, and other natural 

disasters. 

The final Learning from Home educational program was described 

as a source of amusement if students at least periodically watch it without 

accompanying it with taking notes or solving questions; in other words, it 

is merely a pastime activity. This indicates that pupils in this group perform 

very poorly overall, notably on signs of acceptance and involvement, and 

that they only partially meet the indicators of learning interest. However, 

pupils acknowledged that they were pleased with the program for learning 

at home, proving that at least one indicator—feeling happy—was met low 

performance. This evidence is supported by Kurniawan and Gafur (2014), 

who explains that broadcast TV education has not significantly increased 

student learning motivation. The low percentage of each signal suggests 

this issue. 

In the field of education, it was crucial to discuss the rise in primary 

school kids' interest in studying EFL through TVRI's broadcast of home 

education programs. Happiness, passion, or enjoyment can be equated with 

learning interest. The student satisfies the four criteria for academic 

interest, which are sentiments of enjoyment, interest, acceptance, and 

involvement. The degree of effort put forth to explore these courses is 

considered evidence of the pupils' significant interest. This view is 
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supported by Kurniawan and Trisharsiwi's (2016) research, which 

demonstrates that there are disparities in learning achievement between 

classrooms that employ video media and regular classes. The learning 

process is then well-received by pupils who use video media. Students now 

take a more active and enthusiastic role in their education. 

Students who fulfill three to four signs of interest in learning, watch 

EFL learning broadcasts frequently—at least three to four times per week, 

and use the study from home program as a source of information for EFL 

learning—are classified as having a sufficient interest in learning. This 

description leads to the conclusion that TVRI's home education program 

has not done a good job of picking students' interests in EFL study. The 

engagement of pupils who have not fully utilized the program for learning 

from home demonstrates this. Students still benefit from watching the 

educational show, nevertheless, despite this. This is consistent with Azmi's 

(2014) assertion that television is a useful medium for disseminating 

educational programming to a larger audience. In line with the purpose of 

education, which is to advance knowledge and reason within society.  

Students who show one to two signs of interest in learning were 

included in the category of students with low learning interest. Specifically, 

establishing the program as a source of amusement, being content and 

interested, and watching home broadcasts frequently, such as occasionally 

or at least once or twice a week, This description leads to the conclusion 

that there is still a low level of student usage of online learning systems. 
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This can be observed without actively participating in the broadcast due to 

the low viewing frequency. Low student engagement and comprehension 

of EFL lessons. This is supported by Suardi's (2018) opinion, which claims 

that kids who are uninterested in a lesson will have trouble learning. The 

motivation to learn will come from the interest that is generated by the 

demands of the students. 

According to the results of the participant interviews and surveys, 

they prefer to learn through the educational program Learning From Home, 

which is broadcast by TVRI, because it was more entertaining and grabs 

their interest when learning English. They are not bored while learning with 

the given Learning From Home educational software because it includes 

graphics to pique their interest in learning English as a foreign language. 

The Learning From Home educational program can directly assist 

them in combining their interest in EFL learning with their goal of 

enhancing their English. Young learners have a variety of characteristics, 

as previously mentioned (Wahyuni & Tantri, 2020). Between the ages of 

five and twelve, young students showed signs of having short attention 

spans. If the lesson was not engaging enough, they will also lose interest 

soon. The majority of them also gain knowledge from teachers indirectly 

rather than directly. In this golden age, young children will learn and 

assimilate new material more efficiently, just like in English, one of the 

new languages in primary school. 
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There was no question that the educational program Learning From 

Home may aid in raising the standard of EFL instruction for students as 

they learn and develop their English-speaking abilities. The same claim 

made by Onibala (2015) demonstrates how educational TV as a whole 

offers significant beneficial benefits for the neighborhood. This is because 

Educational TV consistently broadcasts programming that was more 

centered on the educational aspect. 
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CHAPTER V 

CONCLUSION AND SUGGESTION  

Based on the formulation of the problem, we can conclude the study 

as follows:  

A. Conclusion  

1. This research demonstrates how crucial the learning from home 

education program is in addressing the need for learning at home during 

the COVID-19 pandemic. Due to the current COVID-19 epidemic, 

learning is not being applied, as usual, namely through educational 

programs made available by the Ministry of Education and Culture of 

the Republic of Indonesia. Students use the Learning from Home 

education program in three different ways: as a source of learning; as a 

source of information; and as a source of entertainment. According to 

the 10 informants, 7 informants use it as a learning resource, 2 

informants use it as a source of information, and 1 informant uses it for 

enjoyment.  

2. This research demonstrates that the Learning From Home education 

program is effective in promoting fourth graders at Amalyatul Huda 

Private Elementary School's enthusiasm for learning the English 

language because a large percentage of them do so. High, medium, and 

low levels of interest in learning fall into these three groups. According 

to 10 informants, 7 informants have a strong desire to learn, 2 informants
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 have a moderate desire, and 1 informant has a weak desire. to 10 

informants, 7 informants have a strong desire to learn, 2 informants have 

a moderate desire, and 1 informant has a weak desire. 

 

B. Suggestion  

Since the educational program Learning from Home, which is 

broadcast by TVRI, is new and possibly still in its infancy, it stands to reason 

that there would be flaws in its execution. The researchers thought that this 

program was quite effective in assisting the teacher's tasks, despite the 

difficulties and flaws that they felt. Additionally, because of the COVID-19 

epidemic, this technology has made it simpler for teachers to keep an eye 

on their pupils' activities when they are studying at home.  

Because knowledge and research cannot be separated, it is 

recognized that this research has a limited capacity to produce scientific 

works, particularly in terms of knowledge. However, every attempt has been 

made to conduct the research following the supervisor's instructions and 

scientific knowledge. 

The instrument used in this study was modified from the Circular 

Letter of the Ministry of Education and Culture Number 15 of 2020 with 

recommendations for the use of learning from home during the COVID-19 

emergency period. According to this circular, the goals of implementing 

Learning From Home (LFH) are to protect education unit residents from the 

negative effects of COVID-19, during the COVID-19 emergency, make 
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sure that students' rights to obtain educational services are upheld, and stop 

the disease's spread throughout Indonesia. Ensure that parents, teachers, and 

children receive the psychosocial support they need.
